Then proceed to the new Titanic Belfast
exhibition! It is located adjacent to the slipways where RMS Titanic was built in 1911.This exciting $150 million visitor center tells the
story of the Titanic, from her conception, construction and launch right through her famous maiden voyage and tragic end. Proceed
to Newgrange, a prehistoric monument in County Meath, about one kilometre north of the River Boyne. It was built about 3200 BC,
during the Neolithic period, which makes it older than Stonehenge and the Egyptian pyramids. Arrive in Dublin and be treated to a
special folklore dinner with lively entertainment at Taylor’s 3 Rock. Overnight Dublin (B,D)

Friday August 1 - Day 8: This morning enjoy a city tour of Dublin including a visit to Jameson’s Distillery in Whiskey Corner where you
can sample some local brew. Free time to shop and explore Dublin.Your final night in the Emerald Isle will conclude with a concert by
Fire In the Glen!
